
150 crosses on lawn to represent teen deaths from previous year

10 Commandments of Safe Driving

Awareness window (rotating different themes each week)

Messages printed on prom tickets, flower boxes, bumper stickers, magnets, postcard mailings, stickers, bracelets, receipts at businesses, lanyards 

A letter to local businesses requesting the school’s message be posted on the marquee

Poster and art contests, winners featured in local business windows and/or at art show

Seat Belt Surveys – using candy (lifesavers, dumb dumbs, etc)

Photoshop prom pictures to resemble what you would look like after a crash

Traffic safety posters in hospitals/doctor’s offices

Mock memorial service for teens that died in car crashes

Day of the Dead

Interview of ER nurse (played on Channel One)

Throwing watermelons from 1st, 2nd and 3rd floor windows to simulate brain damage from a crash

Handing out Allstate Safe Driving Contracts

Distributing information on Graduated Driver’s License to Junior High

Automated phone call home from principal

All school assembly to feature Ford’s Driving Skills for Life, followed by a quiz

Theme contests

Talent competition between staff and students

Police present at belt checks to issue “safety citations”

Door decorating contest

Car safety kits 

Raffles for students ‘caught being safe’

Potty press (flyers in the stalls)

Borrowed Radar gun from police to determine community’s speeding problem

Facebook and MySpace pages

Youtube videos

PSAs for local media and homeroom at schools

Mayor signed agreement to designate city-wide “Safe Keepers Week”

Taping of morning show (local news) segments to run each day highlighting different safe driving topics

Mock Crashes

Fatal Vision goggle simulations

Students wore fatal vision goggles and had to pull peers from wrecked vehicles

Distribution of materials provided by sponsoring agencies

Dressing up skeletons (example: “Is this the look you want for prom?”)

Safe Driving Tips given at local dealerships 

Teaching community how to ICE their phones

Birthday Bags for new drivers (info on driving safely, ICEing their phone, etc).

Victim Impact Speakers

Mass Mailing

Jingle Contest

Song recording/video recording – getting it aired on local radio

Press releases/articles sent to local media

Signs posted on roads leading in and out of town

Community Nights/Driving Dinners

Students signing pledges

Interviewing parents of teens that died in a crash

Permanent traffic signs posted on major roads

Surveying students to see what they thought was most problematic in their community/school

Kick-off assemblies and post-assemblies
